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Fall can be a good time to fight perennial weeds.
Perennial weeds, defined by their life cycle, live
two or more years. Though they produce seed,
their main means of reproduction tends to be
vegetative. Perennial weeds produce new top
growth from buds located on the rootstalk, or from
rhizomes, bulbs, or other underground structures.
Using this method, a single perennial weed can
cover large areas of soil in a short period. The
vigorous rhizomes of Canada thistle (
